Dear Mr. President:
The Woman's Suburban Democratic Club of Montgomery County, Maryland  strongly urges you to block construction of the Keystone XL pipeline into the United States.  We should be investing instead in American-made solar, wind, geothermal, algal and electric vehicle technology, thereby providing jobs, income and export products for American businesses.

Tar sands is one of the dirtiest forms of oil production.  This process emits carbon dioxide at a rate three times higher than conventional oil, uses significant amounts of water during extraction, and creates toxic lagoons which leak over a billion gallons of contaminated water each year.

You must not allow  tar' sands toxic oil production to put our wildlife, our communities and our families at risk, while setting our country back from our goal of transitioning to clean renewable energy sources.

Denying the Keystone XL permit will send a powerful signal that the United States is boldly taking action on climate change and clean energy by refusing to be tethered to the toxic energy sources of the past.
